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Book Six - Fortitude and Frailty

When you are prepared for battle and are first into the area of combat you will be fixed with fortitude
and your fight will be done with ease, if you have planned correctly and understand your goals. If you appear
for combat late and you are insecure in your position because you did not plan then you are very frail and can
easily be beaten. This is why wise warlords bring the enemy to them and do not permit the enemy to suck
them into false security.

The wise warlord brings the enemy to him by offering something of perceived value. Once the enemy is
drawn in it is simpler to execute full authority in the destruction of the attacked state. If it is easy to make the
enemy look foolish the people of that state will reconsider their loyalty as well.

The simplest way to humble, humiliate and debase your enemy is cutting him off from his supplies. Even if he
is mighty and he approaches into your net his avenue of escape will be that much more difficult when he can
not stop to rest and resupply his troops.

When the wise warlord must make advances into the enemy territory he does so when he is certain
there will be no resistance to his moves which could only tire his own troops. Deception and subterfuge are
essential ingredients to a successful campaign. Be where the enemy does not expect you. Offer him things
that are of no value to you even if it includes sacrificing men who are of no value to you as evidenced by their
past actions. To defend what you hold make sure that the enemy cannot readily access you position. Always
protect you lines of supply by direct contact with the main troops. When the enemy attacks your supplies he
will find himself surrounded by a force that he did not expect. This is called surprising the enemy with apparent
weakness.

The warlord of consistent skill never leaves traces of where he has been. He is indistinguishable among
the many. His advances are thought about but unattainable by the enemy. He appears where he does not
appear and he disappears into the dust with no trace.

The wise warlord advances with deep penetration into a soft spot in the enemy's armor. When the wise

warlord retreats he does so with such speed as to tire the enemy troops by forcing them into non-
advantageous position. When he retreats he leaves behind a force that can still attack the enemy's supplies. In
this manner he attacks during a retreat. This is the ultimate deception.
When the warlord does not wish to enter into battle he suggests a ground whereby the enemy cannot follow
with ease. The wise warlord never permits the enemy to know from where the attack will come even if it means
to sacrifice those that will protect the region of deception. When they are defending the position of weakness
he comes from the side or from behind and scourges the enemy with ease.
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Sometimes a few can do battle with the many and be victorious. Most times it is wise to prepare to
defend against an overpowering force.. An overpowering force is sometimes unable to maintain its correctness
because of the diversity entertained by its own size and structure. And of course, a large force does not
necessarily mean that it can overpower a smaller force. Things must be weighed and seen in their own true
light.

If the small force is adequately organized it can wreak havoc upon the slowness of the larger army.
These are called hit and run tactics. They are most efficient when they are used to disperse the main force of
the larger army. In matters of defensive strategy the smaller army must be sure to select the area of combat for
the final confrontation if it is to come. Otherwise the larger army will simply walk right over them.

By constantly harassing the larger force you can easily determine where the strength is and where the
vulnerability lies. It is easier to hide these things in a smaller group. A larger group, by its very nature must
permit an observer to see which way it moves.

A brilliant commander will never repeat his actions of success. The variations of the universe are infinite
and so are the methods to be used in victories. A favorite strategy will in time be learned by the opposition and
they will be well able to prepare for it. Always diversify your attack. If your attacks and defense do not work
against an enemy then you must change your strategy and tactics as well.

An army must always be considered fluid if it is to flow in the direction of the heavens way. Without this
ability it become less resilient and can therefore be trapped into its own deception.

In war there are no constants that will always function in a like manner. That is why the variation of the heavens
must be accepted by the wise warlord in order to change when change is required. Change should also be
considered when apparent change is not required as well.

In all things there is change. In the season, in the days and in the shapes of the moon. How can man
be without change? The wise warlord knows this well.

Gain victory with courage and protect your empire with changes in attitudes and constant study for the
development of your own genius -- which you must recognize that you have or you will never succeed as a
warlord of merit.
