Three Ways to Strategically Counter an Attack

My three methods of countering an attack apply to sword fighting as well as unarmed combat. One
method is to block an attack by diverting the enemy's sword and continue the attack right into the
enemy's eyes. Another is to sidestep and feint to the side while firing a strike to the other side of the
body. A third method is to fake a thrust and drive straight in to the enemy's face with a powerful
attack. You must attack with the attitude of cutting rather than slashing. It is quite acceptable to attack
the enemy with your bare hand in combination with the sword. In any event you must always close
with the enemy not giving him a chance to counter against you.

Stabbing at the Face

When you are aiming for the face the enemy will know it and possibly look to protect the area with a
number of different techniques. It is at the very second you see him move that you charge in with a
substantial attack to the body or even to the face. You can approach any area of the enemy's body
when he indicates any form of hesitation. What is important is that you continue your attack
regardless of where you actually hit him. Aiming for one spot and having your sword make the hit in
another spot is something that you will have to develop with a lot of practice.

Stabbing at the Heart

When fighting it is always best to go straight in. Always go straight in regardless of the situation and
with utter resolve. You must not waver when you are making the attack. To do so will give the enemy
the opportunity to go around your attack and beat you. There are times when you will have to use
other methods to destroy the enemy such as coming in from the left side or the right side, or from the
upper, middle or lower approaches but in most situations you will always go straight in. Think about
this as you visualize your methodology.

Humiliate the Enemy by Blocking and Countering

In real combat there are usually many blows thrown by each of the combatants. It is truly rare for a
fight to be simply one attack countered with solidity. You must practice constantly to understand the
need to continuously strike and counter strike until your will overcomes the will of the enemy. It is
essential that you fire a death strike as a natural extension of your block. You will be able to develop
this concept by repetitive practice of your formal exercises. You must practice with the intent of real
life situations or it becomes a game and you can easily be beaten.
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The Slapping Away Counter Attack

It is important to understand rhythm when you are in combat. The importance of following the enemy's
motions and the manner in which he prepares to attack is crucial in understanding the difference
between beating him or being beaten. The idea is to use the enemy's attack as a springboard for your
own quick cut attack. You must understand rhythm as an essential part of timing. When you have
timing down can become unbeatable because your attack will not be caused to waver even a little.
You must consider the entire action as one motion and not two separate moves consisting of a block
and a counter. Think this through thoroughly and understand what an attack really is.

Enemies Continue to Come

This is a very important lesson. When you are fighting more than one enemy you must use both of
your swords and strike quickly and strongly without hesitation. You must go for the strongest attacker
first regardless of the appearances of the others.

You must constantly move around the fighting area and make sure to befuddle the ‘gang’ by
constantly moving into them and keeping them one sided. You must constantly chase them and not
permit them to surround you. They are generally not prepared for this type of retaliation and you have
them under your control if you remember to maintain your spirit and destroy them one after another in
a consistent fashion. You must continue to fire at them until they are all down and you know they
cannot reform for another attack. If you fail to do this and come under their influence you will surely
be beaten. You must never let this happen. There are more than one against you and you must even
the sides as quickly as possible. Therefore strive to practice with the idea of moving from one
technique directly into the rest without hesitation. Practice correct breathing so you are able to
maintain the stamina you need. By your constant moving around you give them little choice in their
space to fight and so they can then be controlled and taken out in quick succession. You must also
fight with the attitude of no-mind. Do not think of possible outcomes until you have finished with your
battle. To do so is foolish and it takes your mind away from the primary objective which is that of
destroying the enemy. Think only of destroying the enemy and the technique will flow by itself.

Taking the Advantage in Combat

Practice is the only way that you will ever come to understand what the Way of the watrrior is about.
Constant striving for perfection of the self through a chosen art is the only path to enlightenment.
Words can only bring you to the foot of the path but to attain mastery and perfection you must
constantly strive to better yourself through understanding of your chosen Way.

One Attack...Only

Contemplate all your victories being attained with only one strike. You must understand that the
reason for your one strike is to slay the enemy. The obvious answer to all things is practice and more
practice. The more you practice the more the 'spirit of the thing itself' will reveal itself to you. If you
have chosen to be a warrior for whatever reason then you must understand your responsibility to the
‘art’ and to yourself. They are one and the same.
