He sees who is waad who is
strong. He sees who is maintaining the properl ioleihhe domain and
who is simply playing at it through superficial wer He will soon come to know those that are ddiregr
jobs and those who are devoted to their work. &leen great difference between the two. Those wainitain
the ideal are to be rewarded, and those that danedb be retrained or deposed.

People who do their jobs well are usually not @ned with appearances. True work is not labas, it
joy. It is how one receives pleasure from wittknpwing that the job is being done to perfectionaading to
the man's abilities. Those who labor without siitgealways complain about their tasks and of ndvaving
enough supplies.
