The Art of War  

 
 

HOW TO THINK OF WAR 
 In ancient days warriors made themselves unbeatable by constantly practicing their skills. 
They practiced continually because they knew they could never be invincible. Constant practice 
enabled them to see the vulnerability of intended victims. They did not think in terms of beating the 
enemy by overwhelming him with boastful actions, but rather, they continued to practice until they 
saw the reality of extending themselves through the enemy which they acknowledged as the same 
thing as physical combat.  
 They constantly practiced knowing there was no way they could make the enemy vulnerable. 
The enemy had to do that himself. Because a warlord knew how to win does not mean that he did: he 
knew the enemy had the same attitudes and would be seeking the same results. They continued to 
practice until they became the very object they were seeking and in so doing they learned that if 
invincibility exists at all it lies in the attack.  
 To properly defend yourself your attitude must be of a thorough attack. To depend strictly 
upon defense means that there is not enough strength of purpose in your heart. To gain victory you 
must be assured of your self and attack with all your heart. 
 Warlords who have mastered defense attack from hidden places assuring their success. They 
know when and where to make an attack while defending their positions at the same time. Warlords 
of merit rely on obstacles they set up for the enemy. In their understanding of the attack mentality 
they know they can never permit the enemy to know where the attack is coming from. They always 
rely on position of their own definition. They attack as lightening and are relentless in their purpose 
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until they have beaten the enemy asunder or have been thrown out from the land. They take no 
prisoners and do not expect to be spared. Warlords do not see war as an extension of court etiquette. 
 Warlords of worth see victory where most men see nothing. They see victory in creating 
difficulty for the enemy. They foresee victory when the enemy cannot overcome his own inadequacy. 
This is the way of an excellent warlord and the reason for his very existence. If the warlord has 
visions different from this than he is a warlord in title only and will accomplish nothing. You must be 
a warlord for your people and not for yourself. The people will praise you when they realize the 
greatness of your actions.  
 Create situations where your troops will perish if they fail. Do not let them know this and be 
sure in your own heart that you have their best interests at stake. See that you are in the same place 
that you put them in. Regardless of the generals' outcries, maintain your conviction and authority. 
They may be frightened but they will follow you if they feel you love them deeply.  
 You must understand the needs of your warriors if you proceed in this fashion. If you do you 
will be successful and if you don't you will fail. In acts of desperation troops will fight as if possessed. 
They will see no alternative but to succeed or perish. 
 Ancient masters always beat the enemy when it was easy to do so because they planned 
properly and foresaw victory. They did not gain recognition as masters of war during the act of 
conflict. They knew not to fight when it was difficult, for that would have been foolish and cost them 
greatly in terms of men and resources even if the battle was won.  
 It is always best to permit the enemy to defeat himself with little effort on your part. You 
should encourage him to destroy himself. You must be very subtle in this attitude to reap the rewards 
of the enemy's over confidence. Make sure of his ineptitude by understanding the initial attack 
mentality. The heroic warlord knows when and where to position his troops for maximum effect with 
least effort. He has vision.  
 Those skilled in the arts of war permit the Tao to flow within and without them. They do not 
try to coerce the heavens into thinking in their own favor but seek to do that which they believe is 
correct action under heaven. The wise and great warlord never goes against heaven's decrees. Heaven 
will make itself obvious to the man of wisdom.  
 When the seed of endeavor is planted in the mind of the warlord the heavens will instruct him 
in the proper behavior to gain his desires. If the heavens do not move when the man of wisdom 
wants them to move he will reflect upon his attitudes and positions in life to see if there is more 
appropriate action and intent to be gained by further planning. If he can think of no other plan of 
action and truly believes that his cause is just, the heavens will by their very nature see his truth to 
himself and rush to being about his dream. This is the nature of the universe.  
 The warlord must always keep in mind the requirements for success in any endeavor. These 
attitudes will permit the heavens to see more clearly into his true desire. He will have shown the 
proper respect to the heavens by knowing the virtues of a noble warlord. 
 He is aware of the distance to be traveled on earth and in heaven if victory is to be attained. He 
knows how far he must travel and knows how far his troops must carry his desire. He loves them 
openly and cares for their needs.  
 He knows the value of the supplies to be carried into battle and those that should be left 
behind as reserves if the heavens should turn aside from his favor. 
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 His thoughts about his own manpower are considered by knowing the strengths and 
weaknesses of each warrior's ability. The warlord knows when each man is in proper position and 
which weapons they can use. He does not make archers of cooks. 
 He studies the differences between the enemy and himself. He knows when it is appropriate to 
make the attack that will benefit all concerned. The warlord is trusted by his enemies.  
 The supreme warlord considers the costs on all levels of battle. He examines the possibilities of 
defeat as well as victory. He does not place himself or his men in positions of needless danger under 
any circumstances. This is not to be confused with placing troops in positions of peril where they 
must fight well or die.  
 When these virtues are understood, the excellent warlord will emerge victorious from conflict. 
His armies will revel in glory and they will see him as a great leader. He will acknowledge their 
tribute but he will not dance in his own light. It is because of his understanding of these things that 
he will see his men fight with fury, joy and expectation of victory.  
 If the warlord does not study these things, he should never have never risen to this position of 
authority.
